Dear Senator Evans,

I ask you to preserve California’s safety net for seniors, including health, supportive and social services.  These services are vital to the health of our community and our state, and we depend upon you to represent us in advocating for the well being of elderly, frail and disabled residents.

The Governor’s proposed cuts and program eliminations will deny thousands of frail and needy Alameda County residents the assistance they need to continue living safely in the community.  I urge the committee to reject every one of these cuts and eliminations.   In addition, we ask that you reject the proposed cuts to Healthy Families and elimination of CalWORKS that will deny access to health care, child care and cash assistance for tens of thousands of Alameda County children.

The Governor’s “cuts-only” budget will not only devastate the lives of millions of Californians, it will drive up emergency room visits, increase hospitalizations and nursing home placements, and eliminate tens of thousands of jobs.  This will dig California deeper into deficit. 

The programs targeted by the Governor are part of the solution to California’s budget crisis.  These services are preventive, enabling vulnerable people to continue to live in the community at a fraction of the cost of hospital or nursing homes.  I urge you to reject the Governor’s cuts-only budget and to insist on a balanced approach that includes rolling back February’s tax cuts to big business, instituting an Oil Severance Tax in California.
